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Food Sampling Rules

Premier Food Services maintains the rights for the Food and Beverage Sales at the Del Mar Fairgrounds.

To sample any food and/or beverage product during any event on the Del Mar Fairgrounds, the following must be submitted for approval two weeks prior to the event by the Food & Beverage Department.

1. List of Items to be sampled.

2. Container used for sampling with sizes.  Please note sample may not exceed 2 oz portion or the amount that fits in a 2 oz portion cup.

If sampling more than a 2oz cup for food, a fee of $175.00 per vendor per day will be accessed, payable to Premier Food Services, Inc. This must be approved by Premier Food Services two weeks prior to event. If you are selling an item that can be consumed on the Fairgrounds, a fee will be assessed based on Management’s approval. All products must be approved by Premier Management at least two weeks prior to event.
2a. Items that are a “Take Home to Make” may sample for free as long as they are 2oz sample sizes. (Seasonings for Dips, Soups, etc)
3. No polystyrene (Styrofoam) containers may be used.

4. Copy of Health Permit and a completed temporary food permit application. A current year, one million dollar product liability insurance policy in which the 22nd Agricultural District, Premier Food Services, and the Del Mar Thoroughbred Club is named as additional insured. The Health Department information may be found online at San Diego County Health Department
5. Exhibitors are not permitted to serve samples of food or beverages sold by the Fairgrounds’ Concession stands. This includes alcoholic beverages, popcorn, bottled water, candy, soft drinks, and beef jerky. 

6. You must have the following: handwashing station, if using utensils- you must have a three compartment sink for every eight sample stations and you must have covers for open food samples and/or a sneeze guard, and a waste basket. Cold food must be kept at or below 45 degrees and hot food at or above 135 degrees. Please note that these are minimum requirements. It is the responsibility of each vendor to contact the San Diego County Health Department with regard to their guidelines for issuing samples to the public.

Alcohol Beverage and Wine Sampling
All Alcohol needs to be purchased through Premier Food Services. We will invoice your company for reimbursement of what was purchased. 

Any donated product will need to be delivered to Premier Food Services Warehouse at least one day prior to the event between the hours of 6:30am-2:00pm.

Any remaining sampling product will be returned to Premier Food Service’s Warehouse and you may pick it up the following day from 6:30am-2:00pm. However, prior to pick up, all outstanding invoices must be paid in full.
All alcohol must be poured by a Premier Foods Services staff member. Labor will be invoiced to you of $175.00 per day for each employee needed.

Distribution shall be limited to ¼ ounce of distilled spirits. Wine and Beer shall be limited to one ounce. ID’s will be checked for anyone looking under the age of 30.

All above must be submitted for approval to Premier Food Services two weeks prior to the event.
